PASTOR’S DESK

== Most of you my generation or
older will remember the 1968 pop
song, OUp, Up, and Away.O The
lyrics of the song referred to taking a
ride on a hot-air balloon. Although | never cared
much for the song, | used to think of it in relation
to todayOs Feast of the Ascension. | used to
think of Jesus going Oup, up, and awayO until he
is seen no more, having ascended to the right
hand of God in heaven. In other words, | used to
consider the Ascension of Jesus only in terms of
a disappearance from earth.

But is it only a disappearance? Before offering a
response to that question, itOs important to note
how important the mystery of the Ascension is in
scripture. St. Luke not only concludes his gospel
with the Ascension (24:50-53), he also begins his
Acts of the Apostles with it (1:6-12).
Commentators suggest that Luke is trying to
represent JesusO Ascension as a kind of bridge
linking two eras of salvation history. On the one
side is the era of JesusO earthly life, his days of
walking and talking among us. On the other side
is the era of the church, the community of
disciples charged with preserving his memory
and continuing his work until he comes again in

glory.

So in one sense, the Ascension does indeed
represent a disappearance. Jesus will no longer
be seen and heard as he once was in Jerusalem
and Galilee. But in an equally real way, The
Ascension (and Pentecost) represents a re-
appearance. Jesus ascends to God only so that
he can re-appear in a universal and timeless
way. He does this in at least three ways. First, he
appears in the community of believers who
gather in his name. Second, he appears in the
proclamation of the Scriptures. Third, he appears
in the celebration of the sacraments B most
especially in the Sacrament of Eucharist.

Through the Mystery of the Ascension, Christ is
more accessible to us today than he was in first
century Palestine. If we consider the Ascension
of the Lord to be a disappearance, we could
hardly call it a departure.
