= On this Father's Day weekend,
it is appropriate that our readings
would have something to say about
the male and female standing
before God. In his letter to the Galatians (3:26-
29), St. Paul instructs the early Christians that
in Christ, “There is neither Jew nor Greek,
there is neither slave nor free person, there is
not male and female; for all are one in Christ
Jesus.”

Without dismissing importance of gender in the
faith life of the church, Paul delivers a
message of men and women’s equality before
God. This may sound intuitive or even obvious
in our 21° century world; however, in the world
of antiquity this would sound like a novel idea.
St. Paul lived in a world that was highly
stratified by ethnicity, religion, social standing,
and, yes, gender. Consequently, those who
held privileged places in government, religion,
commerce, or even in the family itself would
seem then to be have “favored status” before
God. But St. Paul teaches the early Christians
that this is not how God sees things. Rather, it
is one’s incorporation into the Body of Christ
and one’s life in the Holy Spirit that determine
one’s standing before God. It's not about a
person’s physical characteristics or family
history. It's about their life as true disciples of
the risen Lord.

We honor and pray for our Dads this weekend.
We ask that they may be good disciples and
models of Christian faith not only for their
families but for all people as well.
