PASTOR’S   DESK
– St. Paul endured more than his
share of sufferings in the spread of
the Gospel. He endured beatings,
impr i sonment ,  and  even

shipwrecks as he traveled forth with the Gospel
message. In one of his letters (Second
Corinthians) he speaks of a “thorn in (his)
flesh,” an affliction that is vague and hard to
understand. What was this thorn? Was it a
disease or ailment he was suffering? Was it a
problem he experienced in dealing with civil
authorities or with a Christian community he
had founded? We are left to wonder.

In any case, we know that Paul endured a lot
during his missionary years. So how can we
understand his perseverance and persistence
in living out his calling?  Today’s second letter
of Paul to the Colossians gives us a good clue.
In the letter (1:24-28), Paul speaks of “filling up
what is lacking in the afflictions of Christ.”
Somehow with the help of God, Paul was able
to connect his experience of suffering to the
suffering endured by Christ – most especially
in the cross. St. Paul recognized something
redemptive about his own experience of
suffering. It didn’t distance him from God;
rather, it united him more closely to the
crucified and risen Lord.

Our experience of suffering can be different.
When affliction comes our way, we can be
tempted to reject God.  We might think that
God has abandoned us or that God really
doesn’t care. St. Paul (and the whole New
Testament message) challenges us to think
otherwise. If we are the Body of Christ, then
our lives will experience something of Christ’s
life, including suffering. If not for his
resurrection, our suffering would be pointless.
It would lead us only into despair. With Christ,
our suffering (whether momentary or long-term,
physical or emotional) is a gateway that leads
to healing and new life.
