= A friend of mine has a plaque
on the wall of his dining room. On
the plaque is an inscription written
in old English. The plaque reads,
“Bidden or not bidden, God is present.” The
plaque is a reminder of how God’s presence
pervades the whole of our lives. There is
nothing on earth that lies outside the
boundaries of God’s presence. God is present
to all creation whether we recognize it or not.

The inscription reflects the sentiments of Paul
in today’s second reading (Col 3:1-5, 9-11). In
this brief passage, St. Paul instructs an early
church that may have been disaffected by false
teachers. Perhaps such teachers instructed
them that Jesus has yet to claim his dominion
over heaven and earth. If this is the case, Paul
offers them a corrective. He first reminds them
that Christ is indeed risen and is now seated at
God'’s right hand. He then tells them that since
they already share in this resurrected and
ascended life of Jesus, their lives should reflect
it. To a large extent, this is accomplished
through a life that is free of the darkness of
greed, deceit, and ignorance. In other words, a
morally upright life is a sign of God’s saving
presence in the here and now.

“Bidden or not bidden, God is present.” May we
recognize the presence of God both inside and
outside of church. May our lives convey
something of the goodness, beauty and truth of
God’s love.
